Web-based not Browser Constrained

The PowerTeacher gradebook is a fully integrated web-based gradebook that is part of the student information sys-
tem, not a modular application. The limitations of a client-based gradebook or the traditional web-based application
are gone for teachers and IT staff.

By putting the ‘web-based’ into our new gradebook, your district’'s teachers and IT staff have the freedom to access
the gradebook anywhere and anytime. Whether it is to input grades, assignments, or comment on student pro-
gress, teachers won'’t be tied to their classroom to do their job effectively. And troubleshooting, deployment and
program updates can be managed from a centralized location so your district’s IT staff time can be better spent on
other projects.

Where the ‘web-based’ aspect of the PowerTeacher gradebook differs from other web gradebooks on the market
today is that PowerTeacher is not browser constrained. What this means is PowerTeacher delivers client-based
functionality such as the convenience of mouse-over events, fast 10-key entry, right-click menus, keyboard short-
cuts, and a sticky user interface that remembers each teacher’s personal display preferences, all in a web-based
environment.

Most gradebooks make teachers create different sections for each
group assigned in a class. PowerTeacher allows teachers to divide students into groups in the same gradebook
section. With this feature, teachers can track the same student all day and never have to leave a section or their
gradebook.

Elementary teachers can use student groups to assist in
tracking different proficiencies and middle to high school teachers break students into teams or the class into learn-
ing levels such as honors, fast track, special education, medial instruction, etc.

Gauge Student Performance and Improve Instruction

An obstacle for many teachers can be assessing at an individual and classroom level. Most gradebooks provide
teachers with a class average for assignments or the cumulative grade. Averages can only give a teacher so much
information with which to work. For example, a class average of a ‘B’ could mean half the class has an ‘A’ and the
other half could be in danger of failing.

This scenario encouraged us to go a step further in PowerTeacher’s tools. The PowerTeacher gradebook auto-
matically calculates the mean, median and mode so teachers can evaluate the effectiveness of their instruction with
the proper information. The result: a teacher who is able to make decisions on remedial instruction versus fast
tracking students.
